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another than would be found in typical

subdivisions. The lot sizes in these

developments will not be consistent from

project to project. The allowed

development unit per acre as well as the

required open space will determine the

size of the lots in each development.

Conservation subdivisions should be

density neutral to the underlying zoning,

meaning that the same number of houses

would be allowed on the same

amount of acres, only the lot

sizes and open space

requirements will differ. These

projects will be done through

the Planned Unit Development

(PUD) process, where the

township will have the ability

to review each plan and have

the ability to decide if the

proposal meets the intent of

the Planned Residential

District of Jersey Township.

The planning and zoning

commission must make it a top

priority to establish the

residential PUD soon after the

adoption of this document.

Residential

The residential land use

designation has been included

on the future land use map to

designate land that should be

considered for carefully planned

residential structures. This will allow for

greater variety and flexibility in

development styles and encourage more

compact and efficient developments, as

well as promote the protection of open

space. Structures should be limited to

townhouses, two-family and multi-family

dwellings with six units being the

maximum dwelling units per structure.

This district backs up to the Neighborhood

Commercial District to the south and SR

161 to the north. Carefully planned

integration between both districts should

be considered with vehicle and pedestrian

interconnectivity. There shall be an

adequate, safe, and convenient

arrangement of pedestrian circulation,

facilities, roadways, driveways, and

parking. Protection of existing trees,

Figure 27: A Traditional Subdivision design (top) and

Conservation Subdivision design (bottom).

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vegetative cover and watercourses shall

be required. Additional significant

buffering will be required along SR 161 if

existing trees are not present.

Traditional Neighborhood Developments

include a variety of housing types and

land uses within the same zoning district.

The uses allowed should include schools,

civic buildings and commercial

establishments to be located within

walking distance of private homes. These

uses should be served by a network of

paths, streets with lanes that are suitable

for pedestrians and bicyclists as well as

vehicles. This pattern allows residents to

utilize multiple forms of transportation to

access goods and services. Old Jersey is an

area that would be especially suited for

this type of development. There is already

an existing framework of infrastructure in

which to re-establish a small town

environment in Jersey. The ability to

intermix uses of a traditional form is

different than the rigid separation of uses

that traditional zoning would allow in

that area at this time. This would be a

good area in which to allow water and

sewer extension due to the increased

density that would be allowed under this

type of land use. Architectural standards

reflecting rural values should be

established for this area.

The neighborhood commercial district

will provide valuable services to the

residential neighborhoods of the

Worthington Road corridor and

supplement the offerings of the larger

regional commercial corridor. Local

businesses that meet daily and weekly

shopping needs are amenities that Jersey

Township residents wish to have.

It is the purpose of this category to depict

those areas that are now developed, or

appropriate to be developed, in a manner

designed to provide local, neighborhood

scale, convenience commercial goods and

services. Along the Worthington Road

corridor, there are existing commercial

establishments that serve the local

residents. The continuation of these uses

along Worthington Road is

recommended.

The Neighborhood Commercial district

extends 500 feet north and south of

Worthington Road, as shown on the

future land use map. Commercial land

uses should be locally based and small in

scale. Large, big box companies should

not be allowed in this area. Businesses in

this district are designed to provide

convenience shopping and service

delivery for the day-to-day needs of

consumers in the immediate

neighborhood. Traffic generation tends to

be less then general commercial, therefore

making Worthington Road acceptable for

restaurants (but not drive-thrus), offices,

pet care services, day care centers,

personal services, retail product sales,

vehicle service, garden centers and similar

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uses that serve the general needs of the

local community. Vehicle mobility must be

provided for but in a manner that does not

compromise pedestrian safety and

mobility in the corridor.

Development should provide sidewalks

that interconnect all developed parcels,

including the connection of shared access

roads and parking lots. Buildings should

be placed fronting the roadway and

massed closely together. The building

setback should be small with parking in

the rear of the property. Building height

should not exceed two stories. Significant

landscaping and ground signage for

commercial buildings is recommended to

provide an aesthetically pleasing

development. Architectural standards

reflecting rural values should be

established for this area.

The purpose of this district is to provide

areas of the township that are suitable for

a full range of commercial uses, including

those that are inappropriate for the

neighborhood commercial areas. This

district is particularly suitable for

businesses needing direct automobile

access to the freeway and the arterial

streets leading to the freeway. Such uses

include retail businesses, motels,

restaurants (sit down and drive-thru) as

well those appropriate for the

Neighborhood Commercial district.

At the intersection of SR 161 and SR 310,

general commercial land uses should be

considered. This designation also extends

west to Putnam Road and one mile south

of Worthington Road. This relates well to

the St. Albans Township Future Land Use

Map, which also designates the

intersection of State Route 161 and State

Route 310 as commercial. General

commercial uses are intended to serve a

more regional market, such as office

parks, large retail stores and hotels. If part

of a master planned community, the mix

of high-density residential, retail,

commercial and office would be beneficial.

Due to the intensity of the uses described,

it is recommended that this area be served

by central water and sewer facilities.

General commercial businesses are likely

to serve both residents of the areas, as well

as persons who are visiting or passing

through the area on their way to another

destination. Advantages for clustering the

more intense businesses at this

intersection include (1) regional traffic will

be kept off local streets, (2) consumers

tend to shop at more than one business if

they are clustered together, and (3) traffic

is higher along the major thoroughfare

making it attractive to large scale

development. Size and placement of the

building is critical to the functionality of

the development. Building size should be

limited to 75,000 square feet to minimize

the appearance and effects of big box retail

stores. Large developments should

incorporate interconnecting sidewalks to

all developed and undeveloped parcels to

facilitate pedestrian access and designate

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land for large parks or plazas. Parking lot

trees should be planted to help minimize

the views of wide-open asphalt parking

lots and reduce the urban heat island

effect. Significant landscaping and

ground signage for commercial buildings

is recommended to provide an

aesthetically pleasing development.

In order to provide proper access, strict

limits should be placed on curb cuts for

individual businesses. The use of shared

parking and driveways should be utilized

to limit the amount of conflict points and

reduce the need of large, impervious

parking lots. Landscape buffering should

used to protect non-compatible land uses.

The purpose of the Mixed Use – Office

and Light Manufacturing District is to

provide areas within the township that

will attract professional businesses that

might want to relocate to the township.

This district should be limited to

professional office uses or light

manufacturing businesses. It is important

to the planning committee to allow both

office and warehousing in this district, as

future business expansion is

unpredictable. They want to be flexible to

accommodate potential companies that

would be interested in locating in that

area.

The goal for this district is to provide

places for area residents to work and also

to establish a greater tax base for the

township. This district will primarily be

located along the western boundary of

the township, surrounding like uses that

are established in New Albany. This part

of the community is ideal for office and

manufacturing uses due to its close

proximity to the Beech Road and State

Route 161 intersection. Being so close to

the intersection will allow the increased

traffic brought by these businesses to

enter and exit the highway easily without

disturbing the traffic pattern of the more

rural districts in the community. It will be

important that these districts are highly

buffered from other uses. Utilizing heavy

landscaping between office and

manufacturing businesses and other

unlike uses will be essential to maintain a

rural feeling environment.

This area may also be suitable for sit

down restaurants or other entertainment

oriented businesses. A use of this nature

should be left to the discretion of the

township and be examined on a case-by-

case basis. If deemed appropriate these

types of uses should be allowed under a

conditional use permit within this

district. Criteria should be established

within a conditional use section of this

district. It should be fully clear to

potential developers what kind of

development is acceptable there.

These areas may be suitable for

establishing joint economic development

agreements between neighboring

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communities. Establishing regional

connections and cooperating with other

government entities will be important to

the sustained success of the township.

Establishing this zone around similar

uses in eastern New Albany will allow

for a seamless transition between the two

communities.

New development that occurs within this

district should be done in incremental

stages. Requested rezonings should be

granted in an inward-out fashion from

the existing New Albany corporate limits

outward into the interior of the

township.

Any use of land for heavy industrial

purposes is not recommended within this

plan. Heavy industrial uses are typically

engaged in the basic processing and

manufacturing of materials or products

predominately from extracted or raw

materials, or a use engaged in storage of

or manufacturing processes using

flammable or explosive materials, or

storage or manufacturing processes that

potentially involve hazardous or commonly

recognized offensive conditions. This plan

recognizes the high risk of contamination to

the environment that accompanies this type

of land use. A high priority is placed on the

natural scenic beauty and agricultural

production within the township.

In order to avoid the sprawling suburban

look that many communities along

major highways have, it is important for

Jersey Township to carefully regulate

the advertising and signage that is

allowed along the State Route 161 and

Worthington Road corridor. The

township should develop billboard and

signage standards that would protect

the community from unsightly and

unwanted advertisements. To avoid the

sprawl look, zoning standards for signs

along the highway and commercial

areas should be established. The signs

allowed in business districts should be

located on the ground, as opposed to on

pedestals high in the air. There should

also be height and lighting standards

for signs that are reflective of a rural

community.
